Fourth Sunday of Lent 

“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in 
Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and to love one    

another as God loves us.” 

 
 Our first reading from Chronicles reminds us of just how easy it is to 
reject Godôs messengers and the consequences that follow.  The problem for 
many of us is that it is easy to reject Godôs messengers and follow the ways of 
the world. 
 During the time of Lent, we are called upon to separate ourselves and 
turn away from the promises, the enticements, and the ways of this world.     
Instead, we are to seek ways that are in harmony with Godôs Word, Godôs Will, 
and Godôs plan for us. 
 Our Gospel from John is about Nicodemusô famous visit with Jesus in 
the dark of night, revealing just how much God loves us by sending his own son 
as our Savior. It presents a powerful contrast of the consequences between those 
who ñaccept and believeò that Jesus is the one sent by God, and those who    
reject and do not believe. 
 Those who believe are saved and are promised the gift of eternal life,    
sharing in Godôs light and glory. Those who do not believe are already         
condemned to eternal darkness and separation from God. 
 In both readings, the gift of accepting Godôs Word and Godôs plan for us 
is a free choice. 
 Lent is a time for us to make choices. A time for a change of heart.       
A time for opening our hearts to just how blessed we are. A time to become 
more aware of just how much God loves us. 
 Lent is a time to respond with thankful hearts and love. We do this by 
our works of charity, our willingness to do without, and our desire to spend time 
with God in prayer. 
 A reminder, on Friday evenings at 7:00pm during Lent, we all are      
invited to share in a spiritual journey. Together, we follow Jesus on His way to 
Calvary while praying the Stations of the Cross.

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Pope Francis proclaims the άYear of St. Josephέ (from the Vatican News, Dec 8, 2020) 
“With a Father’s Heart” 

 In a new Apostolic Letter entitled Patris corde όάWith a FatherΩs HeartέύΣ Pope Francis describes        
St. Joseph as a beloved father, a tender and loving father, an obedient father, an accepting father; a father 
who is creatively courageous, a working father, a father in the shadows.  The Letter marks the 150th anniver-
sary of Blessed Pope Pius IXΩs declaration of St. Joseph as patron of the Universal church. To celebrate the 
anniversary, Pope Francis has proclaimed a special άYear of St. Joseph,έ beginning on the Solemnity of the 
Immaculate Conception 2020 and extending to the same feast in 2021. 
 The Holy Father wrote Patris code against the backdrop of the COVID-19 pandemic, which, he says, 
has helped us see more clearly the importance of άordinaryέ people who, though far from the limelight,    
exercise patience and offer hope every day. In this, they resemble St. Joseph, άthe man who goes unnoticed, 
a daily, discreet and hidden presence,έ who nonetheless played άan incomparable role in the history of     
salvation.έ
