ST. ANTHONY of PADUA

Catholic Church and School
March 15, 2020
Third Sunday of Lent

“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by
our common faith in Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve,
and love one another as God loves us.”

In the First Reading from the Book of Exodus, we hear how the people are
grumbling, questioning and testing God. It has three things for us to think about.

First, it's a reminder of how we all “thirst” to know that God is with us and
cares for us. Second, when we are going through trials. When we face life’s brutal
challenges, how easy it is for us to forget all the blessings we have received from God.
And, finally, God reveals to the people they can believe His promises, that he is with
them and cares for them.

This passage from Paul’s letter to the Romans gives us the defining meaning of
Christ’s death. To be “justified” in Pauline theology means to be brought into a right
relationship with God. That because of our Lord’s suffering and death we are no
longer separated from God but through his death we are made right with God.
Through the death of Christ, we are at peace with God and can come to him and call
him “Abba, Father.” Of course, we must repent and be sorry for our sins to blame our
“justification.”

John's gospel is the story of our Lord meeting the Samaritan woman at the
well. It is familiar and loved by all. On my recent pilgrimage to Israel our guide went
into great detail about the separation and divide between the Samaritans and the
Jews going back for thousands of years and still exists today. Normally in Jesus’ time,
Jews from Galilee would not go to Jerusalem the Holy city through Samaria, but rather
they would take the longer route along the Jordan through Judea. And scholars have
puzzled why our Lord would take this route.

But all through the Gospels Jesus crosses boundaries and tradition to first
shock people with his message and then to teach that God’s love and mercy has no
bounds. So, possibly Jesus goes by way of Samaria to show that the Good News of
Salvation is for all and has no boundaries.

We can see from the story Jesus does not exclude anyone from his saving
work. Our challenge during this journey of Lent is to check and see if we may be
judgmental and question the ways of others and their worthiness before God.

Do we question God, do we test God’s mercy, do we grumble that we try so
hard to please God and he seems too free with his love and mercy on those we think
may not deserve it?
