So often in our lives, we are confronted by the realization that the     
situation at hand demands more than what we have and what we can do all by 
ourselves. Our capacity to save ourselves is beyond ourselves. We look for new 
direction and a profound purpose. For Christians, we seek the Savior, the     
Redeemer, the Liberator – Jesus Christ.  This urging to seek Jesus is a life-long 
journey. During Lent, as part of that journey, we make the conscious decision 
to walk in His light because it is too slippery and too dangerous to walk in this 
dark world without Him. Lent can become that opportunity to gain a new     
direction in life and a rich purpose built on a relationship with Christ. Our     
direction can become clear during Lent and our purpose can become richer if 
we put our whole heart and soul into walking with Jesus during this time of 
penance and renewal. 

Like every other journey, Lent requires that we evaluate what we will 
carry with us and what we will leave behind. Have you ever hung on to some-
thing because it might be valuable someday or you might find it useful some-
day? In the meantime, it just clutters up the garage shed or the closet. Then 
you give it away and find out that you donΩt miss it at all. The Lenten disciplines 
of praying, fasting, and alms giving can help us to shed the excess baggage that 
clutters our journey. We can take time to lighten our load and shed pride and 
self-centeredness and other worldly preoccupations that are slowing us down. 
Lent is a time to check our spiritual GPS and make sure we havenΩt strayed 
from the recommended route and that we are listening when the Holy Spirit 
says, άrecalculatingέΚ
