Fifth Sunday of Lent 

“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in 
Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and to love one    

another as God loves us.” 

 As we approach the end of our Lenten journey, we are in some ways 
back where we began. Looking back, you may recall that this yearΩs cycle of 
readings has been focusing on covenants: first Noah, then Abraham, then    
Moses; and now we hear Jesus speaking of a άnew covenantέΦ 
 Next week, with Palm Sunday, we begin Holy Week and the final steps 
of that journey that began so long ago in The Garden, when God first estab-
lished a covenant with us, promising that one day a Redeemer would be sent 
to us to save us from sin and re-establish The Kingdom; that we would be 
GodΩs people and He would be our God. 
 There is an old story, one that perhaps you have heard before, about a 
man who came upon a group of stone masons. He asked the first one what he 
was doing and received the reply άI am laying bricksέΦ Asking the same ques-
tion to a second man, the reply received was άI am making a wallέΦ Finally, a 
third man, when queried, responded άI am building a church!έ                    
 Which of these three are we? Are we so tied down, so occupied with 
the minute details and burdens of daily life that we don't take time to step 
back and see the bigger picture? Do we stop to appreciate the community to 
which we belong, together with whom we are building The Church? Do we see 
ourselves as άPeople of the CovenantέΣ committing ourselves to God in what 
we do, in who we are?                                                                                                  
 As Lent draws to a close, do not lose out on the opportunity to άstep 
backέ and appreciate the wonder and beauty of GodΩs Kingdom among us. The 
Covenant that God has established continues to surround us with love and 
hope and forgiveness. May the renewal of that Covenant continue to occur 
every day in our hearts as we together journey with Christ to the Cross and to 
the Tomb and to the Light of the Resurrection.

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Pope Francis proclaims the άYear of St. Josephέ (from the Vatican News, Dec 8, 2020) 
“With a Father’s Heart” 

 In a new Apostolic Letter entitled Patris corde όάWith a FatherΩs HeartέύΣ Pope Francis describes        
St. Joseph as a beloved father, a tender and loving father, an obedient father, an accepting father; a father 
who is creatively courageous, a working father, a father in the shadows.  The Letter marks the 150th anniver-
sary of Blessed Pope Pius IXΩs declaration of St. Joseph as patron of the Universal church. To celebrate the 
anniversary, Pope Francis has proclaimed a special άYear of St. Joseph,έ beginning on the Solemnity of the 
Immaculate Conception 2020 and extending to the same feast in 2021. 
 The Holy Father wrote Patris code against the backdrop of the COVID-19 pandemic, which, he says, 
has helped us see more clearly the importance of άordinaryέ people who, though far from the limelight,    
exercise patience and offer hope every day. In this, they resemble St. Joseph, άthe man who goes unnoticed, 
a daily, discreet and hidden presence,έ who nonetheless played άan incomparable role in the history of     
salvation.έ
