When we repent we allow God to keep us under His 
loving care. When we repent we allow God to renew us. When we repent we 
gain true peace within ourselves. 
 
In this season of Lent, let us all humble ourselves before God and once more 
look deep into our hearts and realize how much we have hurt others and our-
selves by our sinfulness. Let us all heed the call for repentance.

 As long as you are in the process of growing, you are alive. We 
cannot stop our physical conditions, but we can slow it down by staying 
in good shape. A whole industry is even helping us to do so. In all of this, 
we cannot stop the process of getting old. We are most aware of our 
personal growth during the years of formation. The key to a happy and 
meaningful life is to keep growing. St. Paul speaks of άmaturing in 
Christ.έ ¢Ƙƛǎ ƛǎ ŀ ƭƛŦŜǝƳŜ ƧƻōΦ 
 The Lenten season is a time of paying renewed attention to our 
growth as persons. Am I approaching the design God has in mind for 
me? In the Liturgy we are confronted with Moses who experienced God 
in the desert, and Jesus speaking of reforming our lives. Reforming is 
not an instant happening. It is an ongoing process.  
 Let Jesus lead us through a Lent of repentance for a new spirit 
and to the beauty of Easter joy.

!ƴǎǿŜǊΥ    Both Creeds essentially say the same thing, with one being 
more precise (Nicene) and the other summarizing the Faith in fewer 
words (ApostlesΩ Creed). The ApostlesΩ Creed is older and, according to 
legend, the Apostles themselves each wrote a portion of it on Pentecost. 
While scholars hacve debated for centuries the authenticity of such a 
claim, many believe that at the very least, a form of the ApostlesΩ Creed 
was written during the 2nd century and was based on an outline devel-
oped during the time of the Apostles. The Nicene Creed was first devel-
oped following the First Council of Nicaea in 325, which was held to 
combat a theological error called Arianism that denied the divinity of 
Christ. 
 The General Instruction of the Roman Missal (GIRM) states that 
άIn either form, The Creed is a much longer ΨAmenΩ to everything that 
was said in the Liturgy of the Word and an affirmation of what is about 
to unfold in the Liturgy of the Eucharist. It is a personal and collective 
assent, proclaiming to all present that you believe in the foundational 
beliefs of the Catholic faith...While the Nicene Creed is normally recited 
at Mass, The ApostlesΩ Creed, especially during Lent and Easter time, 
may be used, with the decision of which Creed to use left up to the cele-
brant and the local bishop.έ
