First Sunday of Lent 

“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought 
together by our faith in Jesus Christ.   

Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and  
love one another as God loves us.” 

 Jesus came to fulfill the will of the Father. While fulfilling the 

Father’s will, the devil tempted Him to set aside the will of the      

Father. In short, the devil tempted Jesus to do everything by what 

Jesus wants and all by his own ways. But as we all know, Jesus is 

faithful to the father’s will. 

 As we try to follow the will of the Father in this Lenten      

Season, that is, to resist different forms of temptation, it is good to 

learn from Jesus because his temptation will also be our tempta-

tion. What are those temptations? 

 First, is a temptation for us to be talked about, to be referred 

to or to be most sought out (command this stone to become 

bread). But Jesus showed that we have to rely on God. We should 

never use spiritual gifts just to achieve earthly power. 

 Second, is a temptation to use position and things in order to 

have power and glory (all this be yours, if you worship me). But    

Jesus did not perform miracles for publicity. He did these for God’s 

glory. What Jesus wants is our salvation. 

 Third, is a temptation to manipulate God. It is a temptation to 

use God or make use of God to attain something or to get some-

thing (if you are the son of God, throw yourself down from 

here,  for it is written ‘He will command angels concerning you, to 

guard you’).  But Jesus placed himself at the service of God. He 

obeyed what God wants.  

 The season of Lent reminds us that in every temptation or  

trial and even conflict we must remember what Jesus did. In spite 

of any hardship or difficulty we have to stand always on the side of 

God. In every decision and action, we have to put God first and 

foremost. In every judgment and resolution, we must always        

depend on God, rely on God and go on God.

Last Week’s Question:   What is a “black fast”? 
 
Answer:    A Black Fast is an ancient form of Christian 
fasting, usually carried out during Lent. It was the 
standard fast in The Church up until the 8th Century 
CE. Those undertaking a Black Fast consumed no food 
after sunrise and then “broke the fast” after sunset 
with prayer and a meal at which alcohol, dairy prod-
ucts, and meat were prohibited. During Holy Week, 
the meal consisted only of bread, salt, herbs, and   
water. 
 
Next Week’s Question:   In the First Reading for the 
Second Sunday in Lent (Genesis 15:5-12, 17-18), God 
establishes a covenant with Abraham, promising him 
that he will be the Father of a great nation. Can you 
name three other leaders of Israel with whom God 
established a covenant?
