“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in 
Jesus Christ.

 The gospel reading about the cleansing of the temple gives us 
three points to discern: 
 FIRST, an act of worship should be done with reverence. A 
performance of service should be accompanied with love. Similarly, 
participation in church activities should be done with respect. We 
go to church to pray to God and participate in religious services 
with our community and we do so with love and respect. 
 SECOND, Jesus points out that he wants mercy not sacrifice. 
Animal sacrifice is not a substitute for compassion and charitable 
works. To love and to forgive are far better than temple rituals. 
 THIRD, Jesus wants to tell us that God cannot be confined in 
the sacrifices, but through him. Jesus must be the center and the 
focal point of our worship. But, God is not only found in the temple 
building or places of worship. He is present in our hearts. 
 Brothers and sisters, let us work hard to keep ourselves free 
from any stain of sin. Let us think of our hearts as akin to a market-
place.  Take the sins out of our hearts and “Stop making this a mar-
ketplace,” because our hearts are the dwelling place of God, his  
beloved temple.

Last Week’s Question:  The initiation rites for our catechu-
mens on the Third, Fourth, and Fifth Sundays of Lent include a 
series of prayers intended “to uncover, and then heal all that is 
weak or sinful in the hearts of the elect” and “to bring out, then 
strengthen all that is upright and good.” (RCIA,141). By what 
name do we refer to these prayers? 
 
Answer:  These prayers are known as “The Scrutinies”. A 3rd 
Century CE collection of Christian writings called The         
Apostolic Traditions is the first to mention this Rite for the  
Catechumenate, stating that the catechumens’ conduct was   
examined at a time just before their baptism. After this          
examination, the bishop laid hands daily on the catechumens 
and led prayers over them until their baptism. 
 
Next Week’s Question:  How long is the formation period for 
the permanent diaconate?

2021 marks the 40th year of Our Lady’s apparitions 
in Medjugorje.

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Pope Francis proclaims the άYear of St. Josephέ (from the Vatican News, Dec 8, 2020) 
“With a Father’s Heart” 

 In a new Apostolic Letter entitled Patris corde όάWith a FatherΩs HeartέύΣ Pope Francis describes        
St. Joseph as a beloved father, a tender and loving father, an obedient father, an accepting father; a father 
who is creatively courageous, a working father, a father in the shadows.  The Letter marks the 150th anniver-
sary of Blessed Pope Pius IXΩs declaration of St. Joseph as patron of the Universal church. To celebrate the 
anniversary, Pope Francis has proclaimed a special άYear of St. Joseph,έ beginning on the Solemnity of the 
Immaculate Conception 2020 and extending to the same feast in 2021. 
 The Holy Father wrote Patris code against the backdrop of the COVID-19 pandemic, which, he says, 
has helped us see more clearly the importance of άordinaryέ people who, though far from the limelight,    
exercise patience and offer hope every day. In this, they resemble St. Joseph, άthe man who goes unnoticed, 
a daily, discreet and hidden presence,έ who nonetheless played άan incomparable role in the history of     
salvation.έ
