Before His passion and death, Jesus instituted the Holy Eu-
charist. In the mystery of the Eucharist, Jesus is both Giver 
and Gift. In giving us His body and blood He shows the ex-
ample of humble service and selfless gift.

Answer: Shortly after Jesusô Ascension, the Apostles 
gathered in prayer to select a successor to Judas: ñThey 
cast lots and the lot fell upon Matthias, and he was count-
ed with the eleven apostles.ò (Acts 1:15-26). Matthiasô 
feast day is May 14th. 
 Nothing is really known about what the ñlotsò them-
selves were. They could have been sticks of various 
lengths, flat stones like coins, or some kind of dice; but 
their exact nature is unknown. The closest modern prac-
tice to casting lots is likely flipping a coin. The belief at 
the time was that God would guide the process and the 
result.
