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The Ascension of the Lord
“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in
Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and to love one
another as God loves us.”

Six miles...that is the distance between Bethlehem and the
Mount of Olives, between the joyful announcement of the angels to
the shepherds that Jesus had been born and the equally joyful
angelic announcement to the Apostles gathered on that hill outside
of Jerusalem that He had returned to His Father in heaven. Six
miles.... A short walk, really, and yet what a distance was covered
between those two places! What a message came from that little
town! What changes emerged from the Manger to the Cross to the
Tomb to the Mount of Olives and beyond! God’s response to the
hatreds and horrors of humanity was to send the Son in the stillness
of that silent night to work out our redemption by His death and
Resurrection and then to transform Himself, and us, as he returned
to His Father at the Ascension and then delivered, as promised, the
blazing power of the Spirit at Pentecost.

I am always intrigued by the very end of the Ascension story.
Those angels! How boldly they spoke to the gawking disciples.
“Men of Galilee”, they firmly state, “why are you standing there
looking at the sky?”” In other words, “Hey don’t you guys have
something to do? What are you waiting for? As He promised, His
Spirit will join you shortly and you will be just fine. Now, how
about you get to work spreading His message?" Perhaps that is what
they are saying to us today. “Why are you standing around? Go out
into the world, into your lives, and tell people about the Gospel.
Live your life so that it becomes a living message for all to see.”

Strengthened by The Holy Spirit, we are called to be Christ’s
messengers. Like that timid little group on the hill outside Jerusa-
lem, we too are entrusted with the mission of proclaiming the
Gospel now that the physical presence of Jesus has ascended to
Heaven and is no longer with us. We too are sent to do new won-
ders, to offer new healing to our brothers and sisters, to speak new
words with the fire of the Spirit burning in our hearts. And all this
continues well beyond those six little miles of dirt and dust as we
proclaim the power and majesty of Jesus Christ into whose Body
we have been baptized.
