Even in the midst of my quarantine, one cold hard fact remains: Email
goes on! When | wake up in the morning and check the messages from over-
night, so much of it seems to be “junk mail”, cluttering up my life even now
when | am “cut off” from my life in so many ways. We have so many things
that cause us anxiety, especially in today’s pandemic-dominated world.

But that's how life is, right? Whether it's your email or your life in
general , your “inbox” can be overwhelmed with things to act upon. Certainly,
our anxiety these days centers around health concerns. We also have financial
situations and family issues too. Our inboxes are full! Anxiety is high! The
question for us all is “How do we remain faithful members of God’s Church and
still face our problems with hope and joy?” | believe part of the answer lies in
this week’s readings, where we find that we have a great gift in the face of our
anxieties, our problems, our stresses, and our difficulties.

In today's Gospel from John, Jesus tells his disciples about this gift as a
means of helping them face their fears and their anxieties. He has just told
them that He is going away. He has said that "where He is going they cannot
come." That's scary stuff. The disciples are worried. They're frantic. But Jesus
eases their minds. He tells them that he would not leave them "orphaned."

He may be leaving, but Jesus was going to ask the Father to send an Advocate--
a Comforter--to be with them forever. The Holy Spirit is the greatest anxiety
relief we can ever hope to obtain. And as we look to God to come into our
lives, even without the public connections of liturgy and sacrament, we turn to
Him in the sanctuaries of our hearts and are comforted. "It's going to be okay”,
Jesus tells us. ‘You are not going to be orphaned! | have taught you everything
you need to know. The road may be difficult. You will have challenges. But if
you love one another and face them together, you will get through them.’
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Malama pono!

“Did You Know?” by Deacon Michael Weaver

Last Week’s Question: The church that we know as the Ca-
thedral Basilica of Our Lady of Peace on Bishop Street is just
one building that is part of what is called the Cathedral Basilica
of Our Lady of Peace campus. Much of the land for the Cathe-
dral Basilica and its surrounding properties (Kamiano Center,
the Chancery, and the Century Square building) were once part
of a large parcel of land owned by the Catholic Church. What
was the original purpose and use of this land parcel?

Answer: The land was given to Catholic missionaries by King
Kamehameha Il in the early 1800s. Much of the land was for-
merly used as a boarding and day school in the late 1800s —
the predecessor institution of Saint Louis School. Directly be-
neath a portion of the “campus” is a cavernous basin dug by
early missionaries as a freshwater well. It is now leased to a
private company which operates it as an underground public
parking lot.
