This weekôs gospel message contains a simple command, 
but without the Holy Spirit it is not possible. ñAs I have loved 
you, so you also should love one another.ò  Jesus consist-
ently prioritizes love above all other responsibilities or vir-
tues. Every action we take, even sacrificial acts of generosi-
ty, must be done with love, or they mean nothing at all.   
 
This Weekôs Stewardship Challenge:   
Jesus called us to love each other even when it seems im-
possible.  He offered love, forgiveness and compassion to 
those who many look down upon such as prostitutes, tax col-
lectors, lepers, and even those who had rightfully earned 
scorn in their community. This week examine your con-
science for those sinners you look down upon. Some of the 
people who need Godôs love the most are the very people 
we look down upon the most in our community.  As Godôs 
servant, how can you love and serve these people? 
 
May the Holy Spirit guide and empower you to do Godôs  
Holy work even when it is challenging.   

Answer:  Peter and James, leaders of the church in Jerusa-
lem, argued that Gentiles (non-Jews) could not become 
Christians unless they conformed to all Jewish laws and 
rites. Paul and Barnabas, missionaries who worked among 
the Gentiles, argued that salvation was for all. The outcome 
was the issuing of the ñApostolic Decreeò of the Council of 
Jerusalem, stating that Gentiles need not conform to all Jew-
ish rituals in order to become Christians, thus opening the 
door for a tremendous expansion of Christianity at a critical 
moment in its early history.
