Last WeekΩs Question:  What two elements establish 
the validity of a sacrament? 

Answer:  Matter (material or tangible element) is the 
substance through which the sacramental act takes 
place, while form (words or prayers) conveys the  
meaning. For example, in the Sacrament of Baptism, 
the   water used to baptize someone is the άmatterέ 
and the άformέ is the prayer of baptism:  άN., I baptize 
you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of 
the Holy Spirit”. If either of those two things are         
absent, the baptism is not valid. For more information
