Why is it called Pentecost?  The feast is 
celebrated on the 50th and final day of 
the Easter season. The Greek word 
ñpentekosteò means ñfiftieth.ò  
 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church 
(paragraphs 731-732) says:  ñOn the 
day of Pentecost when the seven weeks 
of Easter had come to an end, Christôs 
Passover is fulfilled in the out pouring of 
the Holy Spirit, manifested, given, and 
communicated as a divine person: of his 
fullness, Christ, the Lord, pours out the 
Spirit in  abundance. 
 
On that day, the Holy Trinity is fully revealed. Since that day, the 
Kingdom announced by Christ has been open to those who believe 
in him: in the humility of the flesh and in faith, they already share in 
the communion of the Holy Trinityé.ò

Last Weekôs Question: In Paulôs 1st Letter to the Corinthians, 
from which the Second reading for Pentecost Sunday, May 
23rd, is taken, the Apostle describes the "manifestations (gifts) 
of the Spirit" that are given to each of us. What theological term 
is given to these ñgiftsò of the Holy Spirit? 

Answer:  The theological term is ñcharismò and, according to 
the Catechism of the Catholic Church, ñThe moral life of Chris-
tians is sustained by these charisms of the Holy Spirit. These 
are permanent dispositions which make a person open to the 
promptings of the Holy Spirit. They complete and perfect the 
virtues of those who receive them.ò 

The Seven Gifts of the Holy Spirt are wisdom, understanding, 
counsel, fortitude, knowledge, piety, and fear of the Lord. 

Next Weekôs Question:   Writing in the late 2nd Century CE, 
Theophilus of Antioch was the first of the Church Fathers to 
use the term ñTrinityò in his writings. What three words did he 
use to describe the members of The Trinity?
