PEACE OF MIND + INNER PEACE = PEACE OF CHRIST 

Peace of mind and inner peace are similar. But for the sake of our reflection 
this Sunday, let me give a slight distinction between the two. 
  
Peace of mind is the absence of mental stress. It is synonymous with serenity, 
quietness, tranquility and repose. In our first reading today, the apostles and 
presbyters, in agreement with the whole (infant) church decided to give peace 
of mind to the Gentiles who were converted to Christianity. These Christians of 
Gentile origin were disturbed because of the Judean traditions imposed on 
them by some disciples. What disturbs the peace of mind is external. 
 
Inner peace is a concept used to describe a peaceful state of mind and spirit. 
One person, who has inner peace can meditate, contemplate, and receive bea-
tific vision. This is what happened to John, the disciple, who wrote the book of 
Revelation. In his inner peace, he saw vision of the past, present and future. He 
saw the new city of Jerusalem, describing all its parts. But most of all, he saw 
the glory of God.  Inner peace, then, comes from within, through the spark of 
the Divine. What disturbs inner peace is internal. 
 
What then is the peace of Christ? To have peace of mind and inner peace is 
sufficient, isnΩt it? Jesus says: άPeace I leave with you; my peace I give to you, 
not as the world gives do I give it to you. Do not let your hearts be troubled or 
afraid.έ The peace of Christ then is something that pertains to the heart. It is 
the love that knows no boundary. It is to love without condition. Therefore, 
the peace of Christ includes the mind, the spirit, and the heart. It is integral. 
What disturbs the peace of Christ is sin against love. 
 
Let us ask for the grace to have the peace of Christ, and everything shall be 
well.

Renewal implies continuity, yet it outgrows the old.  The 
founder of the Ford Motor Company, for example, would 
hardly recognize todayôs automated assembly lines if he 
could see the Ford plants now in comparison to the first as-
sembly lines. Yet, basically, they are  the same.  His succes-
sors continue to renew the process of producing constantly 
in the spirit of the founder.  They would be unfaithful to his 
great vision if they were still working as he did so many 
years ago. 
 
The early leaders of the Church, commissioned by our Lord 
to continue his work on earth faced a similar problem of re-
newal and continuity.  Should Christianity be a renewal 
movement in the framework of existing Judaism?  There 
should indeed be continuity... for Jesus said that he did not 
intend to do away with the law and the prophets. Yet, should 
Gentiles, who joined the Church be forced to observe so 
many Jewish laws, especially those conditioned by time and 
culture?  Guided by the Spirit, the gift of the risen Lord to his 
people, the church has renewed itself over the centuries, 
and is still doing so.   
 

Stewardship Challenge:  How do you see the renewal 
of the Church?  Observe the three elements:  Renewal - 
continuity - guidance of the Holy Spirit.  Let us each pray for 
the gift of discernment as we continue to renew ourselves. 

Answer:  The use of altar bells first began as a signal to 
those out of hearing range of the celebrant in large churches 
and cathedrals that the Consecration was occurring. Its cur-
rent optional use is determined by custom and/or the direc-
tives of the local bishop. (GIRM 150)
