 Today is Pentecost Sunday. 
As Jesus completes his divine 
mission, by his dying and rising, 
he now sends the Holy Spirit. 
As he breathes on them, òHe 
said to them, receive the Holy 
Spirit.ó  This recalls the ac-
count of creation in the book of 
Genesis 2:7.  So Jesus is giving 
us a new life.  Jesus is trans-
forming us into new persons.  
We are recreated into a new 
and lasting relationship with 
God.  We are made whole again.  
We are made one again with 
God. 

 While he ascended into heaven (previous Sundayõs feast), the 
revealing action of the Holy Spirit will continue the works he initi-
ated.  So, the roles of the Holy Spirit are twofold: 

 1. The Holy Spirit will guide us towards the way of salvation.  
He will lead us to the Father and to Jesus.  Thus, we have to listen 
to the promptings of the Holy Spirit in our lives.  We have to do 
what the Holy Spirit advises us to do. 

 2.  The Holy Spirit will help us understand everything Jesus 
has taught and told us.  The Holy Spirit will give us the courage 
and strength like he did with the apostlesñto bear witness to the 
gospel to the point of death. 

 What then is the bottom line?  God loves us so much that he 
would never leave us alone.  No one can separate us from his love 
even the present coronavirus pandemic that we are experiencing.  
We are his church and he owns us.  His first priority is us and our 
safety.  That is why he sent us the Holy Spirit to guard us 24/7.

Last Weekôs Question:  The Solemnity of Pentecost this year 
is celebrated on Sunday, May 31st. At about the same time each 
year, our Jewish brothers and sisters celebrate the festival of 
ñShavuotò. What is celebrated during Shavuot?  

Answer:  Shavuot (pronounced ñShuh-voo-outò, also known as 
the Feast of Weeks, is a Jewish holiday that occurs on the sixth 
day of the Hebrew month of Sivan and may fall between May 
15 and June 14.  Shavuot has a double significance for Jews. 
Agriculturally, it marks the all-important wheat harvest in the 
ancient Land of Israel and spiritually it commemorates the an-
niversary of the day when God gave the Torah to the nation of 
Israel assembled at Mount Sinai. Just as the Catholic feast of 
Pentecost is celebrated seven weeks after Easter, our Jewish 
brothers and sisters celebrate Shavuot seven weeks after Passo-
ver. 

Next Weekôs Question:  St. Barnabas, whose feast day is   
June 11, was a disciple and travel companion of St. Paul in 
bringing the message of the Gospel to non-Christians in the 
eastern Mediterranean.  Who was Barnabasô famous cousin?
