 St. Peter is without a doubt one of the most dynamic and challenging 
personalities in all of Scripture. In our First Reading today from Acts, we see 
him as a transformed man. He no longer is the rather slow-witted, stubborn de-
nier we have seen in the Gospels. Now, he is an "in your face", ñspeak truth to 
powerò leader of his faith community. 
  
 Peter and the other apostles, now filled with Godôs Spirit, are boldly 
speaking out in the public square of Jerusalem about their faith. The Jewish 
leaders are getting annoyed, so they bring them in and tell them to stop. But the 
apostles don't stop. No, they go right back to where they were and continue their 
public proclamations of faith and resurrection. So, the Sanhedrin brings them in 
again and threatens them with possible execution if they don't stop. But Peter 
will hear none of their threats. ñEven if we wanted to, we couldn't do that!ò he 
proclaims. ñHis Spirit dwells within us, driving us forward with His message, 
calling us to proclaim His Word to all. 
  
 The last line of our first reading is my favorite:  ñThey left the presence 
of the Sanhedrin, rejoicing that they had been found worthy to suffer dishonor 
for the sake of the name.ò  
 
 Not rejoicing because they had been let go, but, rejoicing because they 
had been found worthy to suffer for Jesus.  
 
 And the next line in Acts, which follows our reading, is even more pro-
found.  ñAnd all day long, both at the temple and in their homes, they did not 
stop teaching and proclaiming the Messiah, Jesus.ò  
 
 Not only did they not stop, they broadened their message to anyone and 
everyone. They took it to their homes and out into the city. Filled with the Spir-
it, focused on their mission, this fledgling community of faith took its first steps 
along the path to God.

How do we remember a beloved person, father or mother who has 
passed away?  We console one another in our common faith that 
they are happy with God.  As time heals the wounds caused by the 
death of our loved ones, their memories live on in our minds and 
hearts.  We remember their sayings, "Father used to sayé,ò or 
ñMother used to sayé."  Something similar occurred after the 
death of Jesus. 
 
First, there was utter dismay and sadness.  But then the disci-
ples experienced the Master as alive.  They told others about 
it.  And, long after the Lord's last apparition, they shared their ex-
periences with others, telling them what he had meant to 
them.  These narratives, related time and again to the congregation, 
reflect the personality of Jesus Christ, his forgiveness, his power, 
his care, his mercy. Writers of the New Testament used these sto-
ries to teach us about the Lord Jesus and what he means to Chris-
tians.  We have some examples in todayôs Scripture readings. 
   
May these traditions help to make us more aware of the signifi-
cance of the risen Lord in our own lives and may the Easter sacra-
ments we have received live forever in our minds and hearts. 

 
 
 

 

Answer: We actually do not know for sure who the author of 
the Acts of the Apostles is, except that he is also the same 
person who wrote the Gospel of Luke, based on style and 
theology. According to Church tradition, he was the "Luke" 
named as a companion of Paul in three of his Letters. To-
gether, ñLuke-Actsò account for over 25% of the New Testa-
ment, the largest contribution attributed to a single author.
