Dear brothers & sisters,

This Sunday is filled with special occasions. Today is Mother’s Day. A
day set aside specially to remember and honor the sacrifices mothers make for
the care they give to help their children prepare for life. It is an opportunity for
us to find a special way to express and show our gratitude to the one person
who loved and cared for us beyond measure. One day really isn’t enough to
remember and honor one of the most important people in our life, so let us
make everyday Mother’s Day!

Today has also been designated by the Church as “World Day of Prayer
for Vocations.” We are encouraged to pray for vocations to the permanent
deaconate, consecrated life, and the priesthood. Especially lift up in prayer
anyone you know who may be considering a vocation.

But do not let all these activities overshadow the event of the glorious
“Resurrection of Our Lord” that we celebrated just four short weeks ago. As
you can see, we are still in the glow of the light from our Paschal Candle
prominent in our Sanctuary.

And for their faith in Him and their following His command to “Love,” He
promises “they shall never perish.” In these few lines, Our Lord and Savior
Jesus makes us a priceless promise.

two occasions, it served as an escape route for Popes in
