“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in
Jesus Christ.

It is a promise from Jesus to his apostles and for us that he will
come again. When or how, we never exactly know, one thing we know is
that there will be a second coming in order to establish a new heaven
and a new earth.

Ouir first reading portrays a beautiful picture on what it means to
be vigilant and resourceful. It is like an industrious wife who takes the
initiative when caring for her household.

St. Paul in our second reading clearly mentioned it to the Thesaloni-
ans, saying, “All of us are citizens of the light and the day; we do not
belong to night and darkness. Let us not, therefore, sleep as others do,
but remain alert and sober.”

Our daily routines expresses our disposition of waiting while
maximizing our God-given talents. As the parable about talents shows,
two servants took risks with the money given: they invested it and
earned a good return. The third servant was afraid to take any risks and
so hid the money and returned it to his master at the first opportunity.
Like the first two servants, we need not to keep these talents hidden;
instead, we ought to share them with others because this is the ultimate
reason why we are entrusted with such gifts.

God does not give us gifts and talents so that we could hide them
or turn them into selfish ends. They are there for us to be of service to
others. Every one of us has been uniquely constituted by the Lord to
play a role in the advancement of his kingdom, using the resources he
has given to us. Whether it be money, abilities, time, or training and
background, nothing is irrelevant.

As we give ourselves, we will see God’s power and glory
revealed. Our active involvement in this life is truly an adventure, filled
with opportunities to use all that God has given us and to see him work
his wonders through us. This is our high calling. Let us accept our calling
with gratitude and joy. Let us try our very best for God and we will be
fruitful.

In the Gospel reading on the First Sunday
of Advent, November 29th, the Lord exhorts us to
vigilance as we await the day of his second com-
ing: “Be watchful! Be alert! You do not know
when the time will come.” Nearing the end of the
liturgical year and the calendar year, our read-
ings take on a brooding, foreboding quality. The
end of all things is being brought before our
minds and hearts.

Christians have been concerned about this
problem from the earliest days. What prompted
this interest? Probably what prompts it in any
age: the painful and dark quality of the world-
plagues, famines, sickness, the threat of invasion,
corruption in high places.

But also the Resurrection of Jesus from the
dead. This cataclysmic event convinced the early
Christians that the world as they knew it was end-
ing. And in a real sense, they were right. The
Resurrection meant a cosmic realignment, a redi-
rection. And the Lord urges us to vigilance:
“May he not come suddenly and find you sleep-
ing. What I say to you, I say to all: ‘Watch!””

Reflect: In what ways are you
“sleeping” and not being “watchful”
for the end, either your own death
or the Second Coming?
