Thirty-third Sunday in Ordinary Time

“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by
our common faith in Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve,
and love one another as God loves us.”

When will the end of the world happen? This is a question that people have
been trying to answer for a long, long, time. Hippolytus of Rome said it would
be 500 AD based on a formula he derived from the dimensions of Noah’s Ark.
Pope Sylvester Il said it would be 1000 AD at the close of the millennium —
riots occurred, and people flocked to Jerusalem. Martin Luther said no later
than 1600. Everyone thought the Y2K bug would crash computers and cause
catastrophes that would destroy civilization as we know it.

Some people interpreted the Mayans as saying it would be December 21,
2012. Norse mythology, Sir Isaac Newton, and Orthodox Judaism say that it’s
still coming. So, when will the end of the world be? That’s the big question.

This sort of thing can be interesting to us. Movies are made about catastro-
phes, natural disasters and the end of the world. We usually think about
angels and judgment and all the things that come with it. The big question is
the same one that it was in Jesus’ time: when will the end come?

In our Gospel this weekend, Jesus gives us a few signs, saying that there will
be wars and famine. The Book of Revelation says there will be an Anti-Christ.
The Book of Malachi that we have for our first reading says that it will be a
day blazing like an oven. All of these are signs of the end times. But here’s the
thing: we have already had wars and famines for the past 2000 years. There
always seem to be people in every generation who blatantly stand out as
“anti-Christ”, whether it be Nero, Hitler, or whoever. And, of course, every
single summer in Honolulu can feel like a blazing oven.

What | would suggest is that we’re missing the point if we are seeking a sign
or a date for the end times. The second coming of Jesus, the end of the world,
transcends the logic of human history. We don’t know when, how, or why
Jesus will come. We can’t figure out a date nor should we. The point is that it
WILL come and we are called to prepare not out of fear, but in hopeful
anticipation. As each Sunday liturgy proclaims, "We wait in joyful hope for the
coming of our Savior Jesus Christ."

Today as we gather for Mass, we are mindful that the end times will come.
But we come to the Eucharist striving to give our all — to prepare, to hope,
and to imitate the love of Christ each day. As we receive the Eucharist, the
foretaste of the Kingdom of Heaven, may we each receive what we need to
be holy in this life and to live with God forever in the next.
