άTHE LORD HEARS THE CRY OF THE POORέ  PSALM 34 

Sunday, November 18th, has been declared άWorld Day of the Poorέ by Pope Fran-
cis, who calls upon all Catholics to άreflect on how poverty is at the very heart of the 
Gospel.έ Citing Ps. 34 όάThe Lord hears the cry of the poorέύΣ our Holy Father chal-
lenges us today to άexamine our consciences and consider whether we too truly hear 
the cry of the poor.έ 

As individuals and as members of the Body of Christ, we can commemorate this day 
by looking for ways we can respond with άthe two feet of justiceέΥ  charitable works 
and advocacy for justice. Simple acts of donating food or contributing to a collection 
for the poor are integral components of these actions, as charitable works have an 
immediacy of effect on the problems of poverty, homelessness, and hunger. But fo-
cusing only on such short-term solutions to long-term problems is not enough. We 
must also address the root causes of   poverty in our world, get to the heart of the 
matter, addressing systemic, root causes of  problems that affect many people. 

A basic moral test of our faith is how our most vulnerable members are faring in a 
society marred by deep divisions between rich and poor. That is why our Church, in 
its tradition of Social Justice teaching, calls us to consistently maintain άa preferential 
option for the poorέΦ Social programs, business structures, and government          
economic policies must all focus on how the poor are affected FIRST before we     
determine how they will benefit us.

urgent economic claim on the conscience of the nationΧThe needs of the poor take 
priority over the desires of the rich; the rights of workers over the maximization of 
profits; the preservation of the environment over uncontrolled industrial expan-
