His power is his merciful
and redeeming love which overcome sin and death. His authority is
to forgive us and lead us back to the loving embrace of the Father.

In our baptism, we were anointed king. This Solemnity reminds us
to imitate Jesus Christ, the king of the world, the king of the uni-
verse, the King of kings, and the Lord of lords. As king, he also
serves with love and humility. Let us always strive to imitate Jesus
Christ and to serve one another with all humility and love.
