 As the year 2021 moves towards its final month, we may find ourselves 
hoping for a new beginning. We are hoping that the pandemic will soon come 
to an end as more and more are vaccinated. We are hoping for an end to the 
bitter divisions that exist in our society, and for renewed and peaceful efforts 
to achieve true justice for all Americans in the face of racism and hate. We like-
wise seek a season of profound renewal in the life of the Church itself, our 
Church which has been beset by scandal and division. And in our heart of 
hearts, we may even hope for a profound personal renewal, a deepening of 
our relationship with Jesus Christ, coupled with a newfound vigor in professing, 
living, and bearing witness to our faith.

Advent offers us a precious  
opportunity to turn the page in our personal lives, in our life together as     
Catholic Christians, and in the influence we are called to exert upon the world 
around us.  

If, with the power of the Holy Spirit, we enter into Advent in this way, 
then we will experience newfound joy in the celebration of Christmas, and we 
will look to the future, not with dread, but with authentic hope. May God grant 
each of us a holy Advent!

Last Week’s Question:   One of the Advent traditions of 
the Moravian Church is the “Christingle”. What is this 
symbolic object and what is its meaning? 
 
Answer:   The “Christingle”, from the German word 
“Christkindl” ("Little Christ Child"), is used to celebrate the 
coming of Jesus. A Christingle usually consists of an    
orange, representing the world, a candle pushed into the 
center of the orange, then lit, representing Jesus Christ as 
Light of the World, a red ribbon wrapped around the      
orange, representing the blood of Christ, and dried fruits 
or candy skewered on cocktail sticks pushed into the    
orange, representing the bounty of the harvest 
 
Next Week’s Question:  One of the great prophets of      
Islam was known by the name Yaḥyā ibn Zakarīyā. He is 
believed by Muslims to have been a witness to the Word 
of God who would herald the coming of Isa Masih (The 
Messiah). What is the English translation of the name 
Yahya ibn Zakariya?

          Theme of the Week:  Hope 

 The Birth of John the Baptist:  But the angel 
[Gabriel] said to him, “Do not be afraid, Zechariah, for 

your prayer has been heard. Your wife Elizabeth will 
bear you a son, and you will name him John. You will 
have joy and gladness, and many will rejoice at his 
birth, for he will be great in the sight of the Lord.”

 This week we focus on the importance of having hope in our 
hearts.  We are not talking about hope in the sense of wishful 
thinking, but rather the hope Jesus offers us.  As Christians, we are 
called by Jesus to have ȶexpectant faithȷ to someday be with the 
Lord in heaven. 

 The Jewish people waited many years for the Savior to be born. 
They had ȶcluesȷ to his ɤrst coming, and yet, they were uncertain 
about how Godȴs plan would unfold.  Zechariahȴs prayer was       
answered in a way that he least expected.  His son, John the Bap-
tist, announced the coming of the Messiah, and the preparation 
was to confess our sins.  The preparation was not to build an army 
to overthrow Rome, which many were expecting, but rather to 
usher in the Kingdom.  Jesus came to die for our sins that we 
might have the hope of heaven. 

 

Deeds of Hope:  How can we be better at waiting in hope?  Can we 
be more patient? 

 

Prayer:  Dear Jesus, please expand our ability to trust you and     
always have hope in our hearts that you hear our prayer, thought 
it may not be answered in a way we expect.  Jesus, lead our family 
that we may be ɤlled with hope.
