Twenty-Eigth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by 
our common faith in Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, 

and love one another as God loves us.” 

 Our first reading is from the Second Book of Kings.  It is the account of 
how the great prophet Elisha is instrumental in the healing of Naaman from 
leprosy.  Elisha refuses payment from Naaman for this miracle.  In this reading, 
it is made clear we cannot earn or pay for God’s favor.  All God asks of us is to 
have faith, trust in Him, and to be grateful for all our blessings.  Sometimes, 
this is not easy. 

 The second reading is from Paul’s Second Letter to Timothy.  Paul re-
minds us that during times of despair, those times when our faith is weakened 
by sickness, loss of loved ones, or failure, that even in those darkest of times, 
our Lord is ever faithful.  He never gives up on us.  St. Paul assures us of this.  
He assures us that if we persevere and don’t give up on our Lord, we will reign 
with Him, meaning we will share in the victory of His Resurrection. 

 We are reminded that it is our faithfulness that will carry us through 
difficult times, through to the end when we will be with Him in all His glory. 

 Today’s Gospel challenges us to ask ourselves:  Is our faith strong 
enough to trust in His Word even though we see no evidence that He is        
responding to our prayers? 

 The lepers accepted His Word and went to “show themselves to the 
priest” before there was any sign they were being healed.  They were doing 
what Jesus asked because they had faith in His Word. The story of the healing 
of the lepers is an example for us to follow. 

 Today, we gather as God’s people to pray together, to repent and seek 
God’s mercy, and to share in our special banquet.  A banquet when Our Lord 
comes to us in His Word and nourishes and strengthens our faith when He 
joins us in Communion.

A Stewardship Moment 
 The Gospel reading today is about lepers who believed 
they were going to be healed even before seeing any signs of 
healing.  They believed God was going to heal them.  They had 
faith in God’s power to heal despite suffering from such a terrible 
and painful disease. 

Stewardship Challenge:  How many of us have family mem-

bers or friends who are suffering from a debilitating illness?  What 
have we done lately to help them remain steadfast in their faith?   

Answer:  Located at the foot of the Koolau, the estate 
property was developed into St. Stephen Seminary, which eventu-
ally closed in the early 1980s. The Main House is now the residence 
of the bishop of the diocese and the seminary buildings currently 
house St. Stephen’s Diocesan Center with retreat & meeting facili-
ties and various diocesan offices, including the Office of the Judicial 
Vicar, the Augustine Foundation, and Hawaii Catholic Schools. Also 
on the former estate property is the Carmelite Monastery.
