Answer: Although you might think “St. Paul”, the
actual answer is “St. Luke”, author of The Gospel of
Luke and The Acts of the Apostles. While 14 letters
have been attributed to Paul, only seven of these are
widely considered authentic and Paul's own, while the
authorship of the other seven is disputed. The undis-
puted letters are considered the most important
sources since they contain what scholars agree to be
Paul's own statements about his life and thoughts.
