Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought 
together by our faith in Jesus Christ.   

Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and  
love one another as God loves us.” 

 My brothers and sisters, take heed, our readings today 
are a call and a choice. Jeremiah the prophet tells the people 
of Israel who are lost and afraid to shout with joy and proclaim 
their praises, because the Lord has delivered them; the weak 
and the strong, the blind and the lame. All are called to share 
in this promise. As God’s people, we all share in that promise. 
 In our Gospel, we hear Jesus call out to Bartimaeus, the 
blind man, “What do you want from me?” Bartimaeus replies, 
“Master I want to see.” Jesus tells him to “Go your way, your 
faith has saved you.” And immediately he received his sight 
and chose to follow Jesus. 
 When I come to Mass I like to come a few minutes early. 
And as I sit down and look up at our Crucifix, often in my heart 
I hear Our Lord, saying, “How can I help, what do you need 
from me?” 
 And as I gaze upon our Crucifix, my heart, my very     
being is touched in a way that opens my eyes anew, and I see 
just how much God loves me. 
 Today may our eyes be opened anew to God’s love. In 
our Gospel Jesus reminds us that when we leave after Mass 
we are free, “To go our way.” Meaning each time we leave we 
can choose to follow the ways of the world or follow his call to 
love God, love one another and love ourselves. It’s our 
choice.  
 Bartimaeus receives his sight, not only his physical sight 
but that inner sight, and his heart was opened and he saw 
who Jesus was and chose to follow him. 
 My brothers and sisters, today and every time we      
celebrate the Eucharist we are called to see just how much 
God loves us. And how like the lost people of Israel he wants 
to guide us and lead us to share in His love.  And each time 
we leave we are given a choice as to how we will 
respond to that call.

Last Week’s Question:   In what U.S. city would you find the 
largest Catholic church in North America and the eighth largest 
religious structure in the world? 

Answer:   The Basilica of the National Shrine of the Immaculate 
Conception in Washington, D.C, which took quite a while to be 
completed. Cardinal James Gibbons, archbishop of Baltimore, 
blessed the foundation stone on September 23, 1920. The   
official conclusion of its construction occurred on the Feast of 
the Immaculate Conception, Dec. 8, 2017, when Cardinal   
Donald Wuerl blessed the basilica’s Trinity Dome, composed of 
24 tons of Venetian glass in 14 million pieces, one of the     
largest mosaics of its kind in the world.
