What do 
each of those three roles of priest, prophet and king call each of 
us to do? 

Answer: According to the Catechism of the Catholic Church 
(783-786), ñThe whole People of God participates in these 
three offices of Christ and bears the responsibilities for mission 
and service that flow from themò. As ñpriestò, we are called to 
worship and honor God. As ñprophetò, we are called to pro-
claim Godôs message to the world. As ñkingò, we are called to 
be servants, to place the needs of others ahead of our own, to 
lead by example. 

Next Weekôs Question:  What is the historical significance of 
St. Paulôs words in 1 Corinthians 15:3-7? 

The Stewardship Corner 
  
Todayôs Gospel reading reminds us of the greatest 

commandment of all. When Jesus is asked, ñTeacher, which 
commandment in the law is the greatest?ò Jesus said, ñYou 
shall love the Lord, your God, with all your heart, with all your 
soul, and with all your mind. This is the greatest and the first 
commandment. The second is like it: You shall love your 
neighbor as yourself. The whole law and the prophets depend 
on these two commandments.ò 

 
 Stewardship Challenge:  How often have we said we 
love God, and yet treat each other disrespectfully?  How often 
have we said, we love God, and yet refuse to forgive each oth-
erôs transgressions? Often times it is easy to say we love God, 
but our actions say something else, i.e., our words are not in 
alignment with our actions.

Venerable Father McGivney will become Blessed   
Father McGivney on Saturday, October 31st, 2020 

 
Fr. McGivney, a priest in the St. Maryôs parish in New 
Haven, founded the Knights of Columbus 138 years 
ago to enable Catholic men to support one another and 

their families with spiritual and temporal needs. On 
May 27, 2020, Pope Francis approved a decree recog-
nizing a miracle attributed to Fr. McGivneyôs interces-

sion, qualifying Fr. McGivney for beatification. 
 
Fr. McGivneyôs beatification Mass will take place on 

October 31, 2020, at the Cathedral of St. Joseph in 
Hartford, Connecticut.  At that liturgical celebration, 
an apostolic letter frm the Holy Father will be read 

along with the bestowing of the title ñBlessedò Fr. 
McGivney. This is the step just prior to sainthood. An 
additional miracle attributed to Fr. McGivneyôs inter-

cession will be required for his canonization as a saint. 
 
Supreme Knight Anderson said, ñFor members of the 

Knights of Columbus and many others, the news of 
the beatification is a time of great joy and celebration. 
Fr. McGivney ministered to those on the margins of 

society in the 19th century, and his example has in-
spired millions of Knights to follow his example in 
their own parishes and communities.ò 

 
Our Knights of Columbus will be recognizing this  
joyous occasion at all the Masses on the weekend of 

October 31st and November 1st.

we elect for public office. We urge you to pray over them in this time leading up to our November 3 elections. 

One Nation under God - Religious Liberty Our nation was founded on ñthe laws of nature and na-

tureôs God.ò Do we still share this fundamental belief? For those who do believe, is that belief fostered or 

threatened by our culture and its leaders? ñHear, O Israel! The LORD is our God, the LORD alone! Therefore, 

you shall love the LORD, your God, with your whole heart, and with your whole being, and with your whole

The Sanctity of Life from Conception until Natural Death Pope Francis has said that without the 

right to life, no other right has meaning. What can we do to halt and reverse the hidden Holocaust of abortion 

that is so accepted that it is protected by law?
