Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by 
our common faith in Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, 

and love one another as God loves us.” 

 Jesus tells us about the parable of the proud Pharisee who 
prayed from his self-importance and the tax collector who prayed 
humbly (Luke 18:9-14).  
 
 The gesture of the tax collector reminds me of the Confiteor 
of the Mass. We confess our sinfulness to God and to our brothers 
and sisters. We strike our breast, as we acknowledge, ‘mea culpa’, 
‘mea culpa’, ‘mea maxima culpa’ like the tax collector. This action 
for Saint Augustine means, “… you wish to bring to light what is 
concealed in the breast, and by this act to cleanse your hidden 
sins.” Saint Jerome also said, "We strike our breast, because the 
breast is the seat of evil thoughts: we wish to dispel these thoughts, 
we wish to purify our hearts.” Striking our breast is a gesture of sor-
row and humility as expressed by the tax collector in the parable. It 
is also an expression of our sinfulness and our great need of God’s 
mercy and compassion. 
 
 In our prayer, we are not to enumerate our goodness and the 

good things that we have done, not even our contributions to the 

church. We cannot use prayer to put other people down because, 

actually, this is not prayer. In our prayer, let us present to God our 

misery, our frustration, our failures, and our sinfulness. Let us offer 

our praises of all the wonderful things He has done, and our      

gratitude for all the blessings we have received.

Last WeekΩs Question:   What is “souling” and what is 
its connection to All Saints Day? 

A Stewardship Moment 
This weekend’s Gospel is about the parable as told by Jesus       
regarding two people who went to the temple to pray.  One was a 
Pharisee, the other a tax collector.  The Pharisee’s prayer detailed 
how he fasted twice a week, tithed regularly, and described him-
self as unlike others who were greedy, adulterous and dishonest. 
On the other hand, the tax collector’s prayer was full of sorrow 
and humility as he stood off to the side, looked to the ground, 
beat his breast, and asked God for mercy on him, a sinner. 

Stewardship Challenge:    How would we describe the      

manner in which we pray?  Do we pray like the Pharisee or do we 
pray  like the tax collector?  

 

Answer:  The custom known as “souling” is the English 
tradition of baking “soul cakes” (small, sweet, loaves of 

bread), which were given to children as they went door to door on 
All Saints’ Day Eve (or All Hallows’ Eve).  In exchange for the soul 
bread treats, the children promised to say a prayer for the souls in 
purgatory. The practice continues in some countries today, such as 
Portugal, where it is referred to as “Pão-por-Deus” (“Bread for 
God”) as well as the Philippines, where it is known as 
“Pangangaluwa” (in Tagalog, “souling”). And, of course, the custom 
eventually developed in some countries into the tradition of 
“Halloween”.
