With All Your Heart 
 
 Our First Reading this weekend forms the basis of the Shema 
Yisrael, the Jewish prayer that serves as a centerpiece of morning and 
evening Jewish prayer services - “Hear, O Israel: the LORD is our God, 
the LORD is one". Jewish parents teach their children to say this     
beautiful expression of faith before they go to sleep at night. Many Jews 
say the Shema as their last words before passing on. In Deuteronomy,     
Moses instructs the Israelites to make this prayer the central core of  
their life: 

 
And these words that I command you today shall be in your heart. 

And you shall teach them diligently to your children, 
and you shall speak of them when you sit at home, 

and when you walk along the way, 
and when you lie down and when you rise up. 

 
 Today, it may be good for each of us to ask ourselves if we could 
utter those words and make them a basis for our own life. Can we    
commit ourselves with all our heart, and with all our soul, and with all our 
strength? Can we take to heart these words? Can we say, as the  
Psalmist does today, “I love you, Lord, my strength, my rock, my         
fortress, my deliverer”? In a world that says “me first”, are we able and 
willing to turn that notion on its head and say “God first, others second, 
me last”? 
  
 Our response to those questions makes a big difference, not in 
terms of offending God, driving God away, or making God punish or   
reward us. It makes a difference in how we stand and feel in the face of 
love. Trying to be good should not be an attempt to somehow earn love 
or heaven, but rather an acknowledgement, a humble one, that one still 
needs a lot of help in knowing how to live in the face of love. It means 
putting ourselves at the feet of Jesus and admitting that without Him in 
our lives, we can do nothing, can never, on our own, live up to the stand-
ards placed before us in The Shema and The Our Father. But with Jesus 
as our Rock and our Strength, we can move ourselves closer to an   
eternity of happiness and love with God. We can listen, with hope in our 
hearts, for the voice of Jesus telling us, with compassion and affection in 
His voice, "You are not far from the kingdom of God."

Last Week’s Question:   True or false? Canon law requires 
that all Catholics observe a “Eucharistic fast” for a minimum of 
one hour before Mass. 
Answer:   This is false in two ways: 

FIRST- According to Canon 919, “A person who is to receive 
the Most Holy Eucharist is to abstain for at least one hour be-
fore holy communion from any food and drink, except for only 
water and medicine.” So the time for the fasting to begin is de-
termined not by the time that Mass starts but the time that you 
are anticipating receiving the Eucharist at that Mass, usually 
about 30 minutes into the liturgy. 

SECOND- Not ALL Catholics are required to observe the Fast. 
Again, Canon 919: “A priest who celebrates the Most Holy Eu-
charist two or three times on the same day can take something 
before the second or third celebration even if there is less than 
one hour between them; the elderly, the infirm, and those who 
care for them can receive the Most Holy Eucharist even if they 
have eaten something within the preceding hour. 

Next Week’s Question:  What is the connection between St. 
Martin of Tours, whose feast day is November 11th, and the US 
Army Quartermaster Corps? (Trust me, this is true!)
