Twenty-seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time
“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in
Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and to love one
another as God loves us.”

For the past two weeks, and again today, Jesus presents us
with parables situated in a vineyard. As a devout Jew, Jesus no doubt
knew that, in the history of the Jewish people, the image of a vine-
yard was commonplace. Isaiah in our 1st Reading speaks of it.
Jeremiah, Ezekiel, Hosea, and the Psalmist from today’s Responso-
rial used the image of God’s Kingdom as being like a vineyard, in
which are grown grapes, both wild and cultivated, producing both
good and bad wine.

God’s Vineyard must be cultivated and cared for just as the
vines of a winery must be tended to if they are to produce good fruit.
Yet we, as tenants, sometimes turn on the One who has given us the
vineyard. We kill, sometimes literally, those who speak out in sup-
port of God’s Kingdom and who rightly criticize the lack of love and
caring that we sometimes exhibit. Like vines in a vineyard, The
Kingdom of God must be tended and protected from what might
endanger it so that at the final harvest, nourished by the “fruit of the
vine” we can bring ourselves to God’s altar, strengthened by God's
spiritual drink.

A “berakah” is a Jewish prayer of praise and thanksgiving
often said at harvest time in which the fruits of the field are brought
to the storehouse and God is thanked for the bounty the people have
received. The words of the traditional “berakah” are echoed in the
Prayer of Offering the priest says on our behalf at Mass (“Blessed
are you, Lord God of all creation...”). As we come to the altar at
Communion to be nourished by the Eucharist, what do we bring as
our offering? How do we plan — as individuals and as a church — to
pass this spiritual drink, this cup of salvation on to others as we
spread the Good News?

In the week ahead, let us each focus on ways that we can take
that same cup of the covenant that we have received and pass the
wine of justice, compassion, and peace to all we meet.

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Reflections from the Word of God to Prepare for the 2020 Elections

Edition]
As faithful citizens of the United States, the State of Hawaii, and the local regions to which we belong,

we not only enjoy the right to vote, but we have a civic duty to do so to make our democracy a government “of the people, by the
people, and for the people.” The following are offered as an invitation to prayer and discernment about some of the issues facing our
community to help all discern God’s will regarding the persons we elect for public office. We urge you to pray over them in this
time leading up to our November 3 elections.

One Nation under God - Religious Liberty Our nation was founded on “the laws of nature and na-
ture’s God.” Do we still share this fundamental belief? For those who do believe, is that belief fostered or
threatened by our culture and its leaders? “Hear, O Israel! The LORD is our God, the LORD alone! Therefore,
you shall love the LORD, your God, with your whole heart, and with your whole being, and with your whole
strength.” (Deuteronomy 6:4-5)

The Sanctity of Life from Conception until Natural Death Pope Francis has said that without the
right to life, no other right has meaning. What can we do to halt and reverse the hidden Holocaust of abortion
that is so accepted that it is protected by law? How can we assure that our leaders will work for a greater re-
spect for life in all its stages, including the lives of convicted criminals, of the frail elderly, of the poor, and of
other vulnerable persons? “I call heaven and earth today to witness against you. I have set before you life and

death, the blessing and the curse. Choose life, then, that you and your descendants may live.” (Deuteronomy

sisters and brothers and assist them in becoming integral members of our country of immigrants? “You shall
not oppress or afflict a resident alien, for you were once aliens residing in the land of Egypt.” (Exodus 22:20)

Care for the Poor and Homeless What can be done to provide all with good healthcare — mental and
physical? How can we as a community put more people to work to restore their dignity and their ability to
care for themselves and their families? How can we work toward more affordable housing?* And the king will
say to them in reply, ‘Amen, I say to you, whatever you did for one of these least brothers of mine, you did for
me.”” (Matthew 25:40)
