My dear brothers and sisters, 
Peace! 
 
 Faith professed and lived is the theme in this Sunday’s liturgy. 
In the first reading (Isaiah 50, 4c-9a), Isaiah talks about the suffering 
servant. This servant of the Lord could bear afflictions and suffer-
ings because of faith. Because of faith in God, he could also witness 
to peace even under persecution. 
 
 In the second reading (James 2: 14-18), St. James reminds us 
that faith should go hand in hand with good works. Faith without 
acts of love, and faith without charity is dead. And acts of charity 
must be motivated by faith. There should be no separation between 
true faith and charity. 
 
 The Gospel (Mark 8:27-35) talks about the journey of faith. It 
begins with the first moment, Faith as knowing Jesus. This is im-
portant for faith. Do we know Jesus? Do we know him whom we 
believe in? So Jesus asks his disciples, “Who do people say that I 
am” and, “Who do you say that I am?” Peter answers, “You are the 
Christ.” This is the second moment of faith, faith as confession and 
profession.  
The knowledge that we have about Jesus must be professed and 
shared.  
 
 Confession and profession of faith is not only in words, but by         
example. This is the third moment of faith, faith in action and living 
the faith. Our knowledge of Jesus and our profession of faith should 
lead us to obey the commandment - his commandment of love to 
follow his footsteps. “Deny ourselves and carry our cross and follow 
him.”  
 It is not enough to know Jesus. It is not enough to confess 
him. We must live his life. Faith therefore entails knowledge,      
confession, and integration in our lives. This challenging time is the 
best opportunity to demonstrate our faith.

This Week’s Sunday Readings – September 12, 2021

Last Week’s Question:  Why were baptismal fonts in early 
Christian churches originally designed with an octagonal 
shape? 

Answer:  Eight-sided fonts recalled the eighth day of creation, 
the first day of resurrection. Saint Augustine writes about "the 
Day of the Lord, an everlasting eighth day." Saint Ambrose ex-
plains that a font is octagonal "because on the eighth day, by 
rising, Christ loosens the bondage of death and receives the 
dead from their graves. Thus also does baptism loosen the 
bonds of original sin.” Other shapes and designs have been 
used throughout the history of church architecture, including 
cross-shaped, hexagonal (for Good Friday, the sixth day of Holy 
Week), and step-down pools such as in our own church. The 
oldest font known to still exist, from a 3rd century house 
church in present-day Syria, is shaped like a coffin(!). 

Next Week’s Question:   September 23rd is the feast of day of 
Saint Pius of Pietrelcina. By what more familiar name is this 
saint known?
