Twenty-Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by 
our common faith in Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, 

and love one another as God loves us.” 

  
 This week’s readings present the wonder of God’s mercy. We see how 

we can desire things of this world and turn away from God. Show us how we 

can accept the things of this world, even to idolize them. 

 Both our first reading and our Gospel give examples of how God is    
rejected. 

 In our first reading Moses pleads with the Lord to be merciful toward 

His people because they have forgotten what He has done for them, and how 

they have turned from Him even to worshipping idols. And because of Moses’ 

intercession God relents and did not inflict punishment upon his people. 

 Our Gospel includes the beloved parable, “The Prodigal Son” or “ The 

Forgiving Father.” In this parable the son rejects his father, takes his inher-

itance, squanders it. Then Our Lord tells of how he “comes to his senses” and 

repents. Jesus leaves us with one of the most beautiful, heartwarming scenes 

in all of scripture. That scene when the son returns home, the father throws 

his arms around him and he receives the forgiveness and love of his father. 

 This week’s message calls us to examine our lives. To look and to see if 

there are things we have allowed to be more important in our lives than our 

relationship with God and our love for God. 

 The readings are powerful examples of God’s mercy and goodness, and 
His willingness to forgive.  And they are a vivid reminder how we are called to 
repent and seek God’s forgiveness when we have sinned, when we have 
turned away from God’s law of love. And they remind us of how we, too, are 
called out of love to forgive others who have offended us.

Last WeekΩs Question:   When does the “doxology” occur 
during Mass? 

A Stewardship Moment 
 Today’s Second Reading is from the first Letter of Saint 
Paul to Timothy in which Paul expresses his deepest and sincerest 
gratitude to our Lord Jesus Christ.  Paul describes himself as a 
blasphemer, a persecutor, and a sinner.  And, yet, despite his 
flaws, Jesus accepted him, forgave him, and was merciful towards 
him.  
 
Stewardship Challenge:   When someone wronged us recently, 
were we quick to criticize and condemn them, or did we follow 
Jesus’ teaching of love, and were quick to forgive? 

Answer:  The term “doxology” refers to any short hymn, 
psalm, or prayer praising God. There are actually two “doxologies” 
during the Mass. The first concludes the Eucharistic Prayer, pre-
ceding the Our Father:  “Through him, and with him, and in him,   
O God, almighty Father, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all glory and 
honor is yours, forever and ever. Amen.” 

The second concludes the Our Father:  "For the kingdom, the   
power and the glory are yours, now and forever.”
