Twenty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time

“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in
Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and love one another
as God loves us.”

Today’s first reading is one of my favorite passages from the
Old Testament. Isaiah the prophet announces in a beautiful poetic
way that their God is coming to heal, to save and to make all things
new. He is encouraging those who are afraid to be “strong” to “fear
not.” Words that give hope, words of encouragement for all of us
as we face life’s burdens and trials.

In Mark’s Gospel, we see how Jesus has traveled outside of
Israel to the northern districts. While there he heals a Gentile. He
restores his hearing and enables him to speak. We can take from
this that Jesus the “Promised One” is not confined by any bounda-
ries or religious restrictions. And that he comes to all even to those
who we may not see as worthy of being offered healing and “new
beginnings.”

As we reflect on today’s Word, let us share with others how
our God is with us, that we need not be afraid, that he comes to
build us up to make us strong, and that he heals us and gives us a
new way of hearing the message of a new beginning.

As we share the Eucharist today let us be open to how Jesus
comes to each one of us to bring healing and new life, the weak and
the strong, the well and the sick, the rich and the poor.

Jesus has no partiality, no boundaries but brings his saving
grace to all who come to him. And, we believe, we proclaim those
closing words from our hearts, “Yes!” “He has done all things well.”

As we celebrate this Labor Day Holiday let us give thanks to
God for the abundance of opportunities in our lives to use our time
and talent in useful and productive ways. And, let us give thanks to
all those whose labor helps make our lives better.

Last Week’s Question: In the Gospel for Sunday, Sept. 5th
(Mark 7:31-37), Jesus travels into the district of the Decapolis.
Where was that and why was this an important step in His
ministry?

Answer: “Decapolis” referred to a group of ten cities in the
region east of the Jordan River which were a center of Greek
and Roman culture. It was one of the few regions where Jesus
travelled in which Gentiles were in the majority, and thus His
movement there indicated His desire to expand his ministry
beyond just the Jewish population.
