Twenty-third Sunday in Ordinary Time

“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in
Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and to love one
another as God loves us.”

“If today you hear his voice, harden not your hearts.”
Psalm 95

Listening to the voice of Jesus is hard sometimes. We hear His words,
but we choose to ignore it or pretend we didn't hear. But as our Responsorial
Psalm implores us, we can't simply ignore God's words or let them go unan-
swered. God wants hearts that are open, not hearts hardened by selfishness or
a lack of faith.

So, what is God saying to us in today’s readings and how will we re-
spond? First of all, we are faced with a difficult but necessary message - it is
never an easy job to be a speaker of inconvenient truths. Yet our readings
make this very demand on us as a matter of necessity and as part and parcel of
being a believer. We are called to be disciples of The Lord who live and speak
the Word who is the Way, the Truth and the Life for the world.

In the First Reading, Ezekiel’s message challenges us to look at our-
selves and discover those uncomfortable truths that hide behind hardened
hearts. He questions the status quo; he challenges the system; he calls us indi-
vidually to remove the obstacles and barriers that stand in the way of God’s
plans. He was not afraid to be the meddlesome prophet who challenged the
powers that be. And his message of conversion to truth, justice and the integri-
ty of all life was as unpopular then as it is unpopular now. Yet we must persist
and not worry about the cost.

In Romans, St. Paul points out that love is the most demanding of all
human experiences. Love only fulfills God’s commandments when it values the
life and dignity that was created within us and in others, even those with
whom we disagree.

In our Gospel, Jesus calls us to a sense of community, to an attitude
that focuses on the health of all those around us and which seeks to heal the
divisions that exist among us. But He also tells us that this difficult task is
made easier when we recognize that He is in our midst, guiding and loving us
along the way.

Last Week’s Question: What is Sepphoris, a small town four
miles north of Nazareth, known for?

Answer: September 8™ is the celebration of the Nativity of
Our Blessed Mother (9 months after the Feast of Immaculate
Conception, btw). Tradition holds that Sepphoris was believed
to be Mary’s birthplace. Interestingly, scholars believe that,
around the time Jesus was born, Sepphoris was undergoing
major rebuilding and that Nazareth may have functioned as a
kind of suburb, where the families of Sepphoris workmen
would have lived. Some state that it is possible St. Joseph, a
carpenter and handyman, lived in Nazareth while working in
Sepphoris.
