ST. ANTHONY of PADUA

The Fourth Sunday of Ordinary Time

“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by our
common faith in Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and
love one another as God loves us.”

“Words bring familiarity and familiarity is never desirable with superiors be-
cause it is dangerous with inferiors because it is unbecoming.” Francois De Veuster,
father of St. Damien loved to quote this in teaching the young Joseph. How do we con-
nect this quotation to our readings this fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time?

The first reading is from the Prophet Jeremiah. It is all about the vocation of
the prophet, that before he was formed, before he was born, Jeremiah was already
dedicated by the Lord as a prophet to the nations. The prophet would face many op-
positions from Judah’s kings and princes, but they would not prevail for God would
deliver him from them.

Paul’s Second Letter to the Corinthians discusses the three theological virtues:
faith, hope, and love. It concentrates more on love, for it is the greatest of all virtues.
Faith can move mountains, but without love, we are nothing. Hope assures us for
things unseen, and things that will come, and eternal life we aspire for. But without
love, we go nowhere. The characteristics of love is enumerated for us so that we un-
derstand just what love is all about.

The gospel today narrates to us familiarity that bridges contempt. Jesus’ own
people did not believe in him. They did not accept him as the prophet. In fact, they
delivered him to the rulers of his time, the Sanhedrin and the Roman court. The thing
that we can reflect on is the work of the prophet. Jesus mentioned two to emphasize
this message. Elijah was sent to a widow in Zarephath. Elisha was instrumental to
Naaman’s miraculous cleansing. The two recipients of God’s intervention through the
prophets were non-Jews. It zeroes in on the fact that they the people could come to
believe the prophets. The story continues in our Gospel, having Jesus now as the true
prophet. Jesus was very familiar to them. He was undesirable to them. These people
thought they were superior to him and the rest of humanity. In fact, they were inferi-
or, but with familiarity, their actions were unbecoming for a chosen race.

The same thing happens in our time. Many a prophet suffer discrimination.
And prophets take many forms. They may be in our workplaces. They may be in our
own backyards. They may even be in our own homes. Some don’t want to be acknowl
edged. They don’t want to be put on a pedestal for others to see. Some don’t want to
bring their cameras to record their good work for others. They don’t record and
chronicle the good deeds done for others.

Going back to the father of St. Damien, who was fond of teaching his children,
especially Joseph. One particular principle he inculcated in the young mind of Joseph
is this: “What must be done need not to be said.” God bless us all.
